Did you know that there are roughly 200 active gas leaks near homes,
schools, and businesses in Wellesley? An independent study
commissioned by Wellesley's Natural Resources Commission shows
that the leaks are even more extensive than those reported by
National Grid. Click here for map. The gas company is required by law
to prioritize for repair any gas leak that present an explosion risk, or
that is on or within 50 feet of a school zone (click here for the statute).
